Recommendation for Strategies

AWl AMS are encouraged to:
1. Develop policies and regulations that encompass T&CM practice and training, and
strengthening existing policies, where appropriate;
2. Facilitate the accessibility of affordable T&CM services and products with the aim
of achieving universal health coverage;
3. Developing human resources in practice and research on T&CM;
Conserve and enhance availability of natural resources for the practice of T&CM,;
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5. Promote cross-border exchange of T&CM information and practices;
6. Develop knowledge management through research and innovation;

Educate consumers and other healthcare personnel on T&CM.
Recommendation for targets

By 2020, all AMS should aim to have:

1. Guidelines/Policies/Regulations/Legislations to govern T&CM practice and training.

2. Options for T&CM services in public health care facilities as a complement to
mainstream medical practice.

3. Trained personnel, including researchers, from accredited T&CM institutions
(domestic or overseas)

4. Collaboration with other sectors as appropriate e.g. in the conservation of natural
resources

5. Official platforms, mechanisms and forums for exchange of information and
practices e.g. Initiative for ASEAN Integration (IAI)

6. Initiated and encouraged more studies, documentation and publication of
research outcomes, particularly clinical trials on T&CM practices and products.

7. Developed health education on T&CM for consumers and other healthcare

personnel by using various media
